


Gen 17:1-2 “the Lord appeared to Abram 
and said to him, "I am God Almighty; walk 
before me, and be blameless, that I may 
make my covenant between me and you, 
and may multiply you greatly.” 

Gen 17:8 “And I will give to you and to your 
seed (singular noun) after you the land of 
your sojournings, all the land of Canaan, 
for an everlasting possession, and I will be 
their (plural) God."



Heb 11:16
“But as it is, they desire a better country, 
that is, a heavenly one. Therefore God is 
not ashamed to be called their God, for 
he has prepared for them a city.”

Isa 64:4 “From of old no one has heard or 
perceived by the ear, no eye has seen a 
God besides you, who works for those 
who wait for him.”



Jer 31:3 “I have loved you with an 
everlasting love: therefore with 
lovingkindness have I drawn you.”



Is 59:2 “But your iniquities have 
separated you and God, and your sins 
have hidden his face from you, that he 
will not hear.”  

Ezek 8:18 “Therefore I will act in wrath. 
My eye will not spare, nor will I have pity. 
And though they cry in my ears with a 
loud voice, I will not hear them."



Jer 30:21-22 “I will make him draw near, 
and he shall approach me, for who would 
dare of himself to approach me? declares 
the Lord. And you shall be my people, 
and I will be your God."



2 Cor 6:16
“For we are the temple of the living God; 
as God said, "I will make my dwelling 
among them and walk among them,
and I will be their God, and they shall be 
my people.”





1. We are the objects of special divine 
favor.

Dt 30:6 "And the Lord your God will 
circumcise your heart and the heart of your 
offspring, so that you will love the Lord your 
God with all your heart and with all your 
soul, that you may live." 
In the new covenant "you shall love the Lord 
your God" is not just a command, it is also a gift.
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
