ORDO SALUTIS 



Rom 8:29-30 

“For those whom he foreknew he also 
predestined to be conformed to the image of his 
Son, in order that he might be the firstborn 
among many brothers. And those whom he 
predestined he also called, and those whom he 
called he also justified, and those whom he 
justified he also glorified.  

 



Gal 4:9 “But now that you have come to know 
God, or rather to be known by God” Does God 
know about the lost? Does he know who they 
are? 

Amos 3:2 ““You only have I known of all the 
families of the earth; therefore I will punish you 
for all your iniquities.” 

 



John 10:26-30 “but you do not believe because 
you are not my sheep. My sheep hear my voice, 
and I know them, and they follow me. I give 
them eternal life, and they will never perish, and 
no one will snatch them out of my hand. My 
Father, who has given them to me, is greater 
than all, and no one is able to snatch them out 
of the Father’s hand.

John 17:1-3 “Father, the hour has come; glorify 
your Son that the Son may glorify you, since you 
have given him authority over all flesh, to give 
eternal life to all whom you have given him.  
And this is eternal life, that they know you the 
only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have

1 Peter 1:19-20 “but with the precious 
blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without 
blemish or spot. He was foreknown before 
the foundation of the world but was made 
manifest in the last times for your sake,” 

 



Matt 11:25-27 “At that time Jesus declared, "I thank 
you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that you 
have hidden these things from the wise and 
understanding and revealed them to little children;  
yes, Father, for such was your gracious will. All 
things have been handed over to me by my Father, 
and no one knows the Son except the Father, and 
no one knows the Father except the Son and 
anyone to whom the Son chooses to reveal him.”

1 Cor 1:30 “It is because of him that you are in 
Christ Jesus, who has become for us wisdom 
from God--that is, our righteousness, holiness 
and redemption.” 

 



 Rom 9:11-13 “for the children not yet 
being born, nor having done any good or 
evil, that the purpose of God according to 
election might stand, not of works but of 
Him who calls, it was said to her, "The older 
shall serve the younger.   As it is written, 
"Jacob I have loved, but Esau I have hated."  

 



 



V14 “What shall we say then? Is there 
injustice on God's part”? 

 



V15-16 "I will have mercy on whom I have 
mercy, and I will have compassion on 
whom I have compassion." So then it 
depends not on human will (desire) or 
exertion (works), but on God, who has 
mercy. 

 



V17-18 “For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, 
"For this very purpose I have raised you up, 
that I might show my power in you, and 
that my name might be proclaimed in all 
the earth." So then he has mercy on 
whomever he wills, and he hardens 
whomever he wills.” 

 



V19 “You will say to me then, "Why does 
he still find fault? For who can resist his 
will?" 

 



“For He says to Moses, ‘I will have mercy 
on whomever I will have mercy, and I will 
have compassion on whomever I will have 
compassion” Rom. 9:15  



 Rom 9:21 

“Does not the potter have power over the clay, 
from the same lump to make one vessel for 
honor and another for dishonor”?  
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 Phil 2:13 “for it is God who works in you, both 
to will (desire)and to work (ability) for his good 
pleasure.” 

 

1 Cor 2:14 “The natural man does not accept 
(will) the things that come from the Spirit of 
God, they are foolishness to him and he cannot 
(ability) understand them because they are 
spiritually discerned”.
